oak. A tightly structured yet expressive chardonnay with a well balanced long crisp finish.

Tatler Rita’s Rose 2008

100% Hunter Shiraz. Drained off skins, fermented in stainless steel and bottled early to
retain freshness. Pale cherry red in colour with lifted berry fruits and spicy toffee apple
aromas on the nose. A soft and refreshing style with loads of sweet fruit flavours balanced
by a touch of spice. Perfect with Asian or Mediterranean food.
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“The Tatler” Sparkling Shiraz Cuvee

This rich sparkling shiraz was made from Hunter Valley & McLaren Vale fruit from the 2004
and 2005 vintages. Aged for over 24 months in new and old oak, this wine has great depth

of flavour and is perfect with duck, all game dishes or any special occasion.

good oak handling providing tight structure and great length of flavour. Cellar 3 to 12 yrs.

A beautiful wine showing ripe fruit, bal-

anced well by savoury tannins, providing great structure and length.

The result is a classic wine of elegance,
typical of grapes grown exclusively in the Hunter Valley. This medium bodied shiraz shows
full fruit flavor, solid oak and a good tannin structure. Perfect with Italian cuisine and
